A g a i n , r e g a r d i n g 
f i n a n c i a l i n v e s t m e n t s , or k i n d r e d ' m a t t e r s , y o u c o u l d n o t c o n v e y 
t h e same ad7d.ce t o a poor l o o k i n g , w o r k i n g man, a s t o one o f a 
h i g h e r s t a t i o n i n l i f e * who p r o b a b l y knows more a b o u t f i n a n c i a l 
m a t t e r s t h a n you do y o u r s e l f . T h i s i s one o f t h e pr ime m o t i v e s 
i n h a v i n g an i n d i v i d u a l r a i s e t h e i r h a n d ; o f c o u r s e t h i s s a t i s f i e s 
t h e b a l a n c e o f your a u d i e n c e t h a t a p e r s o n \>y t h e name c a l l e d i s 
a c t u a l l y s e a t e d i n t h e a u d i e n c e , b u t t h e i m p o r t a n t f a c t o r i s 
"What does t h e i n d i v i d u a l l o o k l i k e - i s i t a man or a woman ~ 
An o l d p e r s o n or a young one" Common s e n s e w i l l t e l l you 
t h a t an a g r e a t many q u e s t i o n s y o u r answer w i l l depend upon 
t h e age and g e n e r a l a p p e a r a n c e o f t h e a s k e r . 

T h e r e f o r e , I q u i t e a g r e e w i t h s e v e r a l w e l l known g a z e r s who 
s t a t e i t i s i m p o s s i b l e t o g i v e a d e f i n i t e and c o r r e c t s e t o f 
answers f o r q u e s t i o n s r e c e i v e d a t p e r f o r m a n c e s . However, a 
g e n e r a l r o u t i n e c a n be employed, f i t t i n g t h e c a s e s enumerated , 
and w i l l a l s o g i v e t h e b e g i n n e r , e s p e c i a l l y , a f a i r l y good

At t h e p r e s e n t t i m e , w i t h ouch a g r e a t u n r e s t e x i s t i n g i n l a b o r 
c i r c l e s , and so many p e o p l e o u t o f p o s i t i o n s and j o b s , f i f t y p e r 
c e n t o f t h e q u e r i e s , o r p r a c t i c a l l y s o , w i l l b e a b o u t s e c u r i n g 
w o r k ; when l a b o r c o n d i t i o n s w i l l improve , how l o n g t h e y w i l l keep 
p r e s e n t p o s i t i o n s ; r a i s e s and p r o m o t i o n The m a j o r p a r t of t h e 
r e m a i n i n g ones can b e d i v i d e d i n t o t h e : a l l o w i n g : - Q u e s t i o n s 
r e g a r d i n g f a m i l y a f f a i r s L o v e , I n f i d e l i t y , D i v o r c e , H e a l t h o f 
one or b o t h p a r t i e s , C h i l d r e n , e t e . ) I n v e s t m e n t s - ( w h e t h e r t h e y 
w i l l p r o v e s u c c e s s f u l , w h e t h e r t o b e u n d e r t a k e n , i f t h e y w i l l 
t e r m i n a t e a s e x p e c t e d - ) Love a f f a i r s o f g i r l s and young women 
(50% o f young g i r l s w i l l a s k when t h e y a r e t o b e m a r r i e d ; who 
t h e y w i l l m a r r y , or does " s o and so" l o v e them ) L o s t a r t i c l e s 
( R e c o v e r y e t e . ) H e a l t h - e i t h e r o f t h e a s k e r or some o t h e r p a r t y . 
P-f c o u r s e now and t h e n you w i l l r e c e i v e some odd q u e r y , f o r i t i s 
i n c o n c e i v a b l e what an i n d i v i d u a l may w r i t e and i n q u i r e a b o u t .

a c e r t a i n c l a s s o f p e r s o n ; i t w i l l a l s o a i d i n a n a b l i n g yxnr t c 
t h i n k q u i c k l y , f o r i t t a k e s a q u i c k t h i n k e r t o make a s u c c e s s f u l 1 
c r y s t a l g a z e r . 

I do n o t presume to-- 's tate t h a t t h i s book w i l l make a 
m a r v e l o u s p e r f o r m e r o f y o u ; i t w i l l I am s u r e , g i v e yojtf a 
good l e a d on t h e c l a s s o f q u e s t i o n s you may be s u r e t o r u n a c r o s s 



and s e t your mind' t o f i g u r i n g out what s o r t o f an answer should 
be employed i n c e r t a i n c a s e s * 

The p u r c h a s e r o f t h i s m a n u s c r i p t i s u n d o u b t e d l y f a m i l i a r 
w i t h t h e v a r i o u s methods o f s e c u r i n g q u e s t i o n s , and where a 
r o u t i n e i s made u s e o f , e n a b l i n g you t o ' g e t t h e q u e s t i o n s b e f o r e 
hand and perhaps w r i t e them i n y o u r s e l f , a s tudy can be made and 
a p r o s p e c t i v e r e p l y f r a m e d , y e t t h i s cannot a l w a y s be commplish 
- e d , f o r t h e i n d i v i d u a l h i m s e l f may change your c o n t e m p l a t e d 
answer . However, i t i s a good p l a n t o r e a d same o v e r , i f 
p o s s i b l e , and a l s o e n a b l e s you t o g r e a t l y condense t h e 
i n f o r m a t i o n . D o n ' t h u r r y ; t a k e your t i m e , and above a l l t h i n g s 
d o n ' t come r i g h t to the p o i n t . Lead up t o i t - g r a d u a l l y as shown 
i n some o f t h e sample q u e s t i o n s . To quote a q u e s t i o n d i r e c t 
or t o g i v e a d i r e c t r e p l y i s v e r y i m p r o p e r . G e t t i n g i t b i t by 
b i t as i f by c o n c e n t r a t i o n w i l l impress t h e a u d i e n c e , and your 
i n d i v i d u a l w r i t e r as w e l l . Some p e r f o r m e r s even make 
d e l i b e r a t e m i s t a k e s , then a f t e r p r o p e r " c o n c e n t r a t i o n " a r r i v e 
a t a c o r r e c t " i m p r e s s i o n " - or even p a s s up t h e q u e s t i o n and 
come back t o i t l a t e r . 

An e f f e c t I sometimes u s e i s t h a t o f c a l l i n g a wrong name, 
a s i n a c a s e I d i s t i n c t l y remember. The name, was "Mrs Walz" I 
c a l l e d out "Walsh" but i n t h i s c a s e no w a l s h r e s p o n d e d , but t h e 

Mrs Walz" d i d r a i s e h e r hand and a s k i f t h e name was "Walz".. 
I s a i d "No, i t was "Walsh" I w a n t e d " , but added: "However, Mrs . . 
Walz , I w i l l endeavour t o c o n c e n t r a t e upon your t h o u g h t , and 
g i v e you t h e d e s i r e d i n f o r m a t i o n " w h i c h I d i d . Of course, t h i s 
i s no r e a l c r i t e r i o n , but i t can be worked i n some i n s t a n c e s . 

From w a t c h i n g t h e work o f v a r i o u s c r y s t a l g a z e r s , I b e l i e v e i t 
i s a v e r y good i d e a t o k e e p away from comedy. M y s t i f i c a t i o n i s 
what you d e s i r e ; a c o m i c a l answer once i n a w h i l e i s a l l r i g h t 
and a t t i m e s your a u d i e n c e w i l l l a u g h a t a q u e s t i o n or an answer 
which i s not a t a l l i n t e n d e d i n a comedy v e i n . Do not be 
d i s c o u r a g e d i f you do not r e c e i v e a g r e a t d e a l o f a p p l a u s e . I f 
you make a keen i m p r e s s i o n on y o u r a u d i e n c e , t h e a p p l a u s e w i l l 
p r o b a b l y b e s m a l l , TShether y o u r a c t was a s u c c e s s can be b e s t 
determined from t h e remarks o f p e r s o n s a s t h e y p a s s out o f t h e 
t h e a t r e , and you can a l s o f i n d many s o l u t i o n s o f "how you d i d i t " 
from the " w i s e " ones and n o n - b e l i e v e r s , but i t i s s u r p r i s i n g t o 
r i n d out how many i n t e l l i g e n t p e o p l e a r e f i r m l y c o n v i n c e d t h a t 
your performance i s ofte o f g e n u i n e thought t r a n s f e r e n c e , or what ' 
ever term t h e y a p p l y t o i t ,
